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BYLAWS OF THE BOARD

SUBJECT:  Role of the County Board of Education ‑ Duties and Powers    

The Riverside County Board of Education is the governing board for the Riverside County Office of Education and derives its authority and exists under the California Constitution and acts of the legislature of the State of California and the regulations of the California State Board of Education.

The County Board of Education and the County Superintendent of Schools have broad authority to carry out activities and programs, including the expenditure of funds for programs and activities which, in the determination of the County Board of Education or County Superintendent of Schools are necessary or desirable in meeting their needs and are not inconsistent with the purposes for which the funds were appropriated.  (The County Board of Education and the County Superintendent of Schools have broad authority known as "Permissive Authority.")

Duties of the County Board of Education 

· Adopt rules and regulations not inconsistent with the laws of California, for its own government

· Keep a record of its own proceedings

· Approve the annual budget of the County Superintendent of Schools 

· Approve the annual county school service fund budget of the County Superintendent of Schools 

· Review, as a scheduled agenda item at a regularly scheduled public meeting, the report of the annual audit provided for by the County Superintendent of Schools 

· Conduct appeal hearings for student expulsions

· Conduct interdistrict attendance appeals

· Conduct hearings and appeals for petitions to establish charter schools

Powers of the County Board of Education 

· Adopt and use an official seal in authentication of its acts

· Have such printing done as may be necessary

The County Board of Education may:

· Adopt rules and regulations governing the administration of the office of the County Superintendent of Schools

· Review and approve the County Superintendent of Schools annual itemized estimate of anticipated revenue and expenditures

· Acquire, lease, lease-purchase, hold and convey real property for the purpose of housing the offices and services of the County Superintendent of Schools 

· Contract with and employ any persons for the furnishing to the Board of special services and advice in financial, economic, accounting, engineering, legal, or administrative matters 

· Fill by appointment any vacancy that occurs during the term of office of the County Superintendent of Schools 

· Appoint subcommittees to support the Board in carrying out its duties and responsibilities.
