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BYLAWS OF THE BOARD

SUBJECT:  Development In-Service

Board Members, like teachers and administrators, need in‑service training.  The public entrusts the Board with the governance, within the limits of law, of the County Office of Education.  As part of their job, Board Members need to participate in professional development activities that help them understand their responsibilities, stay abreast of new developments in education, and learn new ways to cope effectively with the problems they confront.  Such activities include state, regional, and national workshops, conferences, conventions, and seminars such as those offered by the California School Boards Association and the California State Department of Education.

All Board members may attend conferences for the purpose of Board development.  Board business shall not be discussed at conferences.
